FITTING INFORMATION: Correct fittings usage in terms of thread size is important while making the air
connection between your hose and the machine. Generally speaking, in US and Canada, NPT type
threads and in the rest of the world BSP type threads are popular. NPT/NPS and BSP threads are not
compatible due to the differences in their thread forms, and not just the fact that most sizes have a
different pitch. The threads pattern used in your CS-TIDY series machine is BSPP but 1/4 “ NPT adaptor
is also provided for your needs. Please make sure to use correct thread adaptors to prevent air leakage.

Air compressor recommendation: The air compressor selection to use with the CS-TIDY-41 widely
depends on the usage frequency of the machine. Though, as a minimum, any size/power compressor
which has an ability to generate 8 bars (120 PSI) is adequate to foster the machine, if you are applying
large quantities of eyelets per day, it is highly recommended to foster the machine with large size / high
power air compressor. The larger/powerful , the better.
